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RESUMO
Um estudo anterior (EL-DASH e SCALEANTE, 2001) identificou cinco fatores envolvidos nas atitudes de
universitarios brasileiros face a cavernas e mostrou que sdo basicamente os mesmos, independentemente do individuo
ja ter ou ndo visitado alguma caverna. Mas o ponto de vista ou perfil atitudinal de um individuo reflete essas
preocupagodes de maneiras diferentes. Neste trabalho foi utilizada a metodologia “Q”, que objetiva rea¢des subjetivas,
para investigar os pontos de vista de freqiientadores assiduos de cavernas numa tentativa de compreender melhor esse
comportamento, ndo tdo comum na populagao em geral.

[ABSTRACT]
A previous study (El-Dash and Scaleante, 2001) identified five factors involved in the attitudes of Brazilian university
students to caves; it showed that these are basically the same, independent of whether or not the individual has already
visited a cave or not. But the point of view or attitudinal profile of an individual will reflect these concerns in
different ways. In this paper, Q methodology was used to investigate such subjective reactions in an objective
manner. The points of view of frequent visitors of caves was investigated in an attempt to understand this relatively
unusual behavior, not especially common in the population in general.
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
